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(1) The point is that if there were evidence, this would in fact destroy the whole business. (LC, p. 56)

(2) We don’t talk about hypothesis, or about high probability. Nor about knowing. 

In a religious discourse we use such expressions as: “I believe that so and so will happen,” and use them differently to the way in which we use them in science. (LC, p. 57)

(3) Suppose someone were a believer and said: “I believe in a Last Judgement,” and I said: “Well, I’m not so sure. Possibly.” You would say that there is an enormous gulf between us. If he said “There is a German aeroplane overhead,” and I said “Possibly I’m not so sure,” you’d say we were fairly near.

It isn’t a question of my being anywhere near him, but on an entirely different plane, which you could express by saying: “You mean something altogether different, Wittgenstein.” 

(LC, p. 53; my emphasis added)

(4) [T]o imagine a language means to imagine a form of life (Lebensform). (PI, §19)
 

(5) It appears to me as though a religious belief could only be (something like) passionately committing oneself to a system of coordinates / / a system of reference [einem Koordinatensystem / / einem Bezugsystem]. (CV, p. 73)

(6) Hence although it is belief, it is really a way of living, or a way of judging life.  (CV, p. 73)

(7) [T]here is this extraordinary use of the word ‘believe’. One talks of believing and at the same time one doesn’t use ‘believe’ as one does ordinarily.’ (LC, p. 59) 

(8) When they [Jesus’ disciples] saw him, they worshipped him; but some doubted. (Matthew 28:17)

(9) Then those who were in the boat worshipped him, saying, “Truly you are the Son of God.” (Matthew 14:33)
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
